Taster KS 3 Lesson Plan

activit y 2 (15 mins)
‘What’s the problem?’

step 1 On the interactive whiteboard, students see a map of Africa, 
where the following statistic is displayed:

   Around 35 million children in Africa are missing 
out on going to school.

 
Tell students that this is nearly the amount of people who 
live in Canada! Ask students why they think so many 
children are not able to go to school. What are the 
barriers, or challenges they might face?  

Record their thoughts around the map of Africa on the 
interactive whiteboard.

 

step 2
 

Students look at some examples of reasons children miss 
out, by meeting Flavia, Mariam and Samson using the 
interactive whiteboard stories.

On each young person’s pin board, click on the ‘THEN’
section of their story to find out why each young person 
couldn’t go to school. Students can read their story and 
watch a short film clip  

Give each group one of the questions below to discuss and 
feedback to the class.

If you have time, show your students 
the Your Choices  film available online 
or on the Red Nose Day 09 Schools DVD

Ensure students understand that without an education, 
Samson, Flavia and Mariam will not be able to make choices
in their lives or have a better future.

 

Q: What sort of choices do you think Samson, Flavia 
and Mariam have to make in their lives?

Q: What do you think Samson, Flavia and Mariam 
will be doing in five years time?

aim: Students understand that not 
everyone can go to school and learn 

some of the reasons why. They become 
familiar with the key stories

Click on the interactive whiteboard to see some of the 
reasons why children in Africa miss our on education. 
Students can compare these with their answers.
